The legislature can extend the taxes for a few more years.  If they don’t, then the election will be Nov., and the taxes will be “new taxes.”  16% of pension is what we put in ourselves.  State puts in 2%.  If we were with Soc. Sec., we would get less than 60% in retirement. Without SS, we get 60% in retirement.
