CUTA Meeting

October 4, 2010
Harvest Elementary School

The meeting was called to order by President Gaye Lewis at 4:02 pm. The attendance sheet was circulated for signatures.  The order of agenda has been changed to accommodate the guests.  It was motioned by Lesley Sprague and a second by Joyce Davis to adopt the agenda.  It was approved by all.
Guests:  From Teacher’s Pension and Insurance Services - K.C. Trace, Daniel Freeman.  They will come to schools to talk about retirement programs.  They work with multiple insurance companies.

Mike Berg, CUSD Superintendent.  
1.  New position Assistant Superintendent of Professional Development as fulltime/temporary.  Title II money is earmarked for the position.  We are also adding teachers in classrooms.  The Superintendent position is on Oct. 12th Board agenda.  With new Asst. Superintendent, we will pay less money on outside consultants.  With benefits, new Asst. Superintendent will receive $140K.  The 3 outside consultants are paid $300 as a whole.  There will be no added support staff.  This person will train all personnel, not just teachers.  In answer to why we get professional development in areas we don’t need, it is explained that we are a PI District, so the state will come in November to see how we are working on getting out of PI, thus,  we are learning how to work with data analysis in our professional development.  
2.  Job restoration (there are 18 riffed teachers left) - $2.4mil has been given from State.  There are several options for this monies:  Lower class sizes for K-3, either from Jan-June, or through next year.  We can lower classes to 26 students and deploy with P.E.  We can have GIAs in the schools.  McKinley and Teague are 3-PI schools so they already have GIAs.  3.  Teacher’s evaluations can take into consideration appropriate tests.  Taking into account our students, our test scores may not look as good as they are.  Teachers feel CST scores should not be a target to label a teacher.  Mr. Berg says test scores are only a summative measure.  Evaluations are about growth.  Evaluations should not always include “needs improvement,” as some schools are experiencing. 
4. There is discussion regarding late buses.  We get $2.5mil from state for transportation, and we spend $6mil. 
5. Teachers are asked to take in many more students when there are sports programs.  Mr. Berg says this should not occur.
